The 
climate can be extreme (very cold in winter below ooc, and hot in the 
summer, reaching 35oc), we recommend you visit in Spring or Autumn.  
With over 12 years of teaching experience, and between 25 and 80 
students studying each week the college in Beijing offers a small 
college environment across ALL linguistic needs (5 main language 
levels offered, which are then subdivided again, as required).   Well 
located, in the Central Business District, south of Sanlitu Bar street (a 
popular area with students and expats) and east of the Forbidden 
City.
