Classes are held across 5 language levels, 
with a teaching methodology based on a fully communicative 
approach that promotes and encourages students’ active 
participation. The average student age is 20/50yrs, but everyone is 
welcome. It's a small school, with a friendly atmosphere and has 
year round appeal for all language students.
