Group classes 
are held in the afternoons and are the perfect addition to 
the Italian language courses, whilst private Art classes 
can be offered in the mornings, whether you are a 
beginner of already experienced in the area to be studied. 
With 20 years of teaching experience, the studio draws 
on a staff of professional tutors, who themselves studied 
at the famous Accademia delle Belle Arti of Florence.  
 

The Language school is situated just one block back 

from the Duomo, in a 16th c. Patrician’s palace surrounded 
by fabulous churches, art museums, trattorias & cafes, 
just 10 minutes’ walk from the Art school.

Painting & Drawing  
06, 10 or 20 group lessons per week 
Afternoon timetable 
Minimum duration:  2 weeks 
Levels: Beginner/Prior knowledge 
Course materials: Allow EUR 20/50.00 per 2 week session 
Classes focus on live model drawing, still life drawing and painting 
lessons. You will be introduced to various media: charcoal, 
sanguine and pencil. In the painting classes you will concentrate 
on the use of tempera, oil and acrylics, and students can develop 
your own ideas or recreate a work of a master. 
 

Contemporary Painting 
06, 10 or 20 group lessons per week 
Afternoon timetable 
Minimum duration:  2 weeks 
Levels: Prior knowledge only 
Course materials: Allow EUR 20/50.00 per 2 week session 
You will learn a new language and your own painting style, using a 
range of media (plastic, specific kinds of canvasses, wood and 
metals) and painting techniques, from traditional colours to the 
use of mixed techniques, such as colour application with sponge, 
spatula and roller.  
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Ancient Painting 
06, 10 or 20 group lessons per week 
Afternoon timetable 
Minimum duration:  2 weeks 
Levels: Beginner/Prior knowledge 
Course materials: Allow EUR 30/50.00 per 2 week session 
Select a favourite artwork and learn the painting techniques of the Old Masters. Study the 
ancient techniques; include the use of egg-based tempera, as outlined in “The Book of the 
Art” by the medieval painter, Cennino Cennini.”. Learn how to prepare a drawing, based on 
one of the works of the Renaissance masters. You will be introduced to the preparation of 
egg-based colour tempera, how to copy the artwork (spolvero) and the use of gold leaf 
(gilding). 
 

Fresco 
06 or 10 group lessons per week 
Afternoon timetable 
Minimum duration:  2 weeks 
Levels: Beginner/Prior knowledge 
Course materials: Allow EUR 30/50.00 per 2 week session 
Explore the materials used in the creation of a fresco using the medieval and renaissance 
technique used by the old masters. Learn to express your own ideas in a sketch, using new 
techniques. The knowledge acquired will be put in to practise creating one or more paintings 
depending on the time available. 
 

Sculpture 
06, 10 or 20 group lessons per week 
Afternoon timetable 
Minimum duration:  2 weeks 
Levels: Beginner/Prior knowledge 
Course materials: Allow EUR 30/50.00 per 2 week session 
Marble pieces will cost more (to be confirmed by your tutor) 
At the beginning of the course you will be introduced to functional drawing for sculpture, 
used in connection with the core techniques. You will then choose from a wide variety of 
techniques and materials, including modelling clay and marble carving. Depending on your 
ability and experience, and course selection you can concentrate on a specific technique or 
diversify across a variety of skills.

Levels: Beginner/Prior knowledge 
Course materials: Allow EUR 30/50.00 per 2 week session 
Hands on pottery classes (manipulation of the clay and work on the 
potters wheel) allow you to learn the basics and develop your skills, whilst 
exploring the many possibilities that clay, movement and your 
imagination can create. 
 

Photography 
06 or 10 group lessons per week

Minimum duration:  2 weeks 
Levels: Beginner/Prior knowledge 
Budget for course materials: No extra costs 
Students provide their own camera 
Study the technical control of the camera and the introduction to the 
world of photography, across a range of subjects, architecture to 
portraits, studio photography to reportage. The course will familiarise you 
with photographic culture; the visual reading of images and the study of 
some of the influential photographers in the world.  You will explore how 
much depends on our perspective when viewing the world, and you will 
learn to appreciate how everything around us can be manipulated 
through our/your own creativity.
