Students
generally study from 2 to 4 weeks duration but are
welcome to extend their studies for as long as they wish.

Intermediate:

a more intensive study of breathing techniques, proper support,
diction, vocalization (scales and arpeggios). Repertoire: Bel Canto Art
Song & Opera Arias (Bellini, Donizetti, Rossini).

Advanced:

refining technique (support and vocal production), lyric diction
(including a German & French, study of stage craft), vocalization
(advanced scales and arpeggios) and overall song interpretation.
Repertoire: Lieder; Mélodies; Italian, French and German Opera.
