Accommodation 
Students can choose to stay with local Spanish hosts (great for practising 
your Spanish out of class!) or in the on-site residence (very nice room 
standard offered!). 
 

Spanish hosts: 
You will be provided with a single room with hosts or a hostess, on a half-
board basis (breakfast & lunch).  
Host accommodation generally involves a short commute (allow 20/30 
mins). 
 

On site residence: 
Each room has its own small en suite bath or shower room with wc.  
There are a good number of higher standard rooms for one person or 
couples to share, with en suite bathrooms, TV, fridge and small private 
balcony.  There are also some larger Studios on site (they cost more, but 
are very comfortable and are in high demand). 
No meals are included – students can pay as they go for meals either on 
site, in the many varied restaurants/cafes along the sea front or go into 
town. 

Background information  
The school was established in 1971 and is located in a purpose built residence only 10 minutes’ walk downhill, to the 
main beach front area, with an amazing array of bars and restaurants to suit all pockets and appetites. It is also only 
20 minutes by bus to the centre of Malaga city. Students love the local area, located up in the hills, amongst pleasant, 
low level villas with good local amenities and an easy stroll down to the beach.  
The college facilities include 20 classrooms, most with a TV & video, a small cinema, private study area and a 
multimedia centre with computer learning facilities. In addition, the college has beautiful sun terraces, a restaurant 
and bar, a dance studio, a small pool and laundrette.  The college residence is on site, which ensures that the social 
focal point for students is the sun terraces in all but the poorest of weathers! The college teachers are all native 
speakers of Spanish, with University degrees or comparable experience, who specialise in teaching Spanish as a 
second language.
